Since higher education in the Spanish-
speaking world is heavily state-subsidized, tuition
is almost free. As a result, public universities see large
enrollments. Spanish and Latin American students
generally choose their carrera universitaria (major)
when they’re eighteen—which is either the year they
enter the university or the year before. In order to
enroll, all students must complete a high school
degree, known as the bachillerato. In countries like
Bolivia, Mexico, and Peru, the last year of high
school (colegio™) tends to be specialized in an area
of study, such as the arts or natural sciences.

Students then choose their major according to
their area of specialization. Similarly, university-
bound students in
Argentina focus
their studies on
specific fields, such
as the humanities
and social sciences,
natural sciences,
communication,
art and design, and
economics and
business, during their five years of high school.
Based on this coursework, Argentine students
choose their carrera. Finally, in Spain, students
choose their major according to the score they
receive on the prueba de aptitud (skills test or
entrance exam).

University graduates receive a licenciatura,
or bachelor’s degree. In Argentina and Chile, a

licenciatura takes four to six years to complete,
and may be considered equivalent to a master’s
degree. In Peru and Venezuela, a bachelor’s degree
is a five-year process. Spanish and Colombian
licenciaturas take four to five years, although
some fields, such as medicine, require six or more.

Mexican author and diplomat Octavio Paz (March
31, 1914-April 19, 1998) studied both law and
literature at the Universidad Nacional Auténoma de
México (UNAM), but after graduating he immersed
himself in the art of writing. An incredibly prolific
writer of poetry and essays, Paz solidified his prestige
as Mexico’s preeminent author with his 1950 book
El laberinto de la soledad, a fundamental study

of Mexican identity. Among the many awards he
received in his lifetime are the Premio Miguel

de Cervantes (1981) and Nobel Prize for Literature
(1990). Paz foremost considered himself a poet and
affirmed that poetry constitutes “la religién secreta
de la edad® moderna”.
